Andrew's Collegiate Church, Stonsbridge
Road, Tottenham, was fined £250 znd
ordered to pay £5 S5, costs at Toitenham
Magistrates Court yesterday for 2n
offence under the Companies Act of 1947,
He was granted 14 days in which to psy.

THE SCANDAL OF BOGUS DEGREES

“The United States Office of Education co;nmmd.-‘Uy
s publicized a list of so-called “degree mills,” institu-
tions which grant academic distinctions without the
xecipient’s fulfillment of reputable requirements. 1f the
exposue of these prictices enbances the wordh of sound
education, and puts an end to the parading of bogus
degrees by a small segment of the American clergy as
well as by other persons, it will greatly serve both God
and man,

Degree mills either receive fees from “students” on
the basis of fraudulent mistepresentation, the govern-
ment contends, or they enable recipients cf such de-
geees to defraud the pubhc

Because such racket operations often confer divinity
degrees of one kind or another, government leaders are
proposing 2 conference with religious leaders and the
Federal trade and justicc departments to cope more
cfectively with violations of the law, The inquiry ex-
tends not only to degree mills now operating. but to
“alumni” of defunct institutions whose continuing
tivities constitute a problem. Some school entan-
gled in foreign complications also, having moved their
opesations from the United States to othec Jands,

*That a false scale of values makes degree mills attrac-
tive to some ministers is a stark reminder that the depth
©of sin docs not exempt the clergy, for whom pride re-
anains a real temptation. Why do preachers, even if 2
tiny minority, seck out “bargain counter” degrees?
Doubtless important strides in ministerial education
lave placed some pressure upon candidates I\d\in;'
0ppormnm' for carmed degrees, but in these days of

“status secking” the worship of degrees has gane entice-
1y too far, Degrees do not really tell the measue of a
aman, except perhaps when they are bogus. Even the
citexia used by some evangetical institutions in con-
ferring honorary degrees need to be re-examined, The
Cheistian cause is worthy of sound scholarship and in-
tellectual integrity. To sport a psendo-doctorate in
theology or philosophy, while deploring the false front
of human pride from the pulpit, is shameful hypocrisy.
‘The vast majority of ministers who have earned theiz
degrees the honorable way, thé hard way, will not only
welcome this cleanup of degree mills, but will pity the
goor clede who, seeking a shortcut to academic dxs-
tinction, actually lowered his statute in the sight of
God and brought embarzassment to the Church.
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The first Jist of active degree mills released by the
government contains institutions in nine states, offering
as many as six degrecs, at prices xanging from a “free
will offering” to $500. Some have no academic build«
ings or library; another, with 14 buildings and 10,000
volumes, recommends (but does not require) 2 year's
residence. The Office of Education has released the
following information on institutions offering ‘divinity
degrees which it considers “diploma mills:”
